Project:
You will be building an educational pavillion. Together with craftsmen on-site, you’ll be laying down wooden flooring in the cafe area, varnishing seats in the audience area, as well as building and varnishing stools and tables in the cafe area. In addition, climbing networks for plants are to be installed and accompanying plant and gardening work will be carried out. Besides this, an exhibition system is to be created and membranes installed. As you can imagine, the work is very diverse and already waiting for you! 

Free time and leisure:

Saxony-Anhalt is celebrating 500 years since the Reformation by Martin Luther. You will have the opportunity to actively participate in it. In the Reformation town of Wittenberg you can explore Luther's activity center, visit the city church of St. Marien, the castle church (Schlosskirche), the Lutherhaus and the Melanchthonhaus as a UNESCO World Heritage site. The city is an important railway hub on the Berlin-Leipzig and Magdeburg-Dresden routes, so you have the opportunity to explore other cities nearby on weekends.

Maintaining and experiencing the pasture landscape in the Upper Main Area and Jura mountains - Ebensfeld
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Project:
The Landscape Conservation Association Lichtenfels takes care of many grazing projects in the Upper Main area and in the Jura mountains. 
The grazing projects serve to preserve the Franconian cultural landscape, which was shaped by the local sheep farms. Extensive grazing areas, particularly on dry sites, are among the most valuable biotopes, with habitats for many highly endangered species of animals and plants. You will be helping to preserve and restore these habitats.
Inside a grazing enclosure you will be building a wood-store for goats. In Schneybachaue you will be putting in fence posts and wire around a new cattle pasture. You will also be working on two other goat pastures to prepare them for the upcoming pasture season: at the Niesten castle ruin, you will dismantle the broken fence and build a new one with wood and wire mesh. Also, in the idyllic Kleinziegenfelder valley you will cutting away plants from an electric fence with a sickle and a pruner, as well as checking the different strands of the fence and repairing them where required.
Accommodation and food:
You''ll be staying in a quaint timbered house belonging to the Alpine Association in Oberküps.(www.dav-lichtenfels.de/huette.html). You will prepare and cook meals in groups.
Free time and Leisure:
You will be living in a popular hiking region with a good route network. There are many breweries around that are typical for the region. In Bad Staffelstein there is a thermal and an indoor pool. In the German “basket village” of Lichtenfels, you can learn about basket weaving or go to the cinema. Other possible trips could include the cities of Bamberg (with its World Heritage Site), Coburg (with the Castle where Martin Luther stayed) or Kulmbach (with the Plassenburg Castle). You can have fun climbing in the forest climbing garden at the Banz Monastery. If the weather is good, you can also hire a canoe and discover the “Flussparadies Franken” on the river Main.
