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Altea is a town and municipality located in the province of Alicante, Spain, north of Benidorm on the section of Mediterranean Coast called the Costa Blanca.
Altea is a nice little town which offers amazing views. The town is located in the seaside and offers possibilities of riding bicycles, take a sunbath on the beach, climb the mountains, have a trip to the lighthouse and other activities during your free time. It is also possible to see other towns at the weekend. At present, the economy of Altea is based on tourism, which started to grow in the 1950s because of its good weather, beaches and the labyrinthine streets with whitewashed house-fronts that characterize the town.
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We need a volunteer or two to support the Tourism Office in Altea displaying alternative proposals for visitors. There will be a lot of work to be done during Easter Holidays managing the touristic information from a non-permanent office located in the old town. We also need you to do other small tasks such as cleaning wax from our beehives or supporting our archeological activities. There is a chance to stay more time in Altea if both sides agree. Volunteers are asked to give a deposit of 50,00 € to guarantee that they will stay till the end of the project (4 weeks minimum).
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Accommodation will be in a very basic house located in summer complex of Finca Santa Barbara, in Altea la Vella (3 km away from Altea and Cap Negret in Altea, where workcamps are taking place). However the place is great for the group life as it is quite isolated and still you can go walking to the town. Volunteers will buy the food and cook for themselves on a gas cooker. Volunteers will sleep on mattresses and use the living room and dormitory to sleep. Please bring a sleeping bag as it might be a bit chilly as weather is unpredictable.

For your free time we propose some touristic sightseeing ideas: lighthouse Albir that offers great views, Algar waterfalls (fuentes del Algar) near Callosa d’en Sarria or historic town Guadalest. There are also frequent buses to go to nearby Calpe and Benidorm.

Alicante bus station – Altea by bus
Firstly we suggest going to www.alsa.es/en
This website is very straight-forward and easy to use. It takes approx. an hour and a half to get from Alicante to Altea and costs 5,50 EUR one way. There are two buses per day (09.00, 18.15). Exit at second bus stop in Altea (it's closer to the meeting point).
You can also directly take a bus at the airport to Benidorm (runs every hour) and then take a tram from Benidorm to Altea (stop at tram station named Garganes).
Alicante – Altea by tram
The Alicante TRAM is a modern mode of transport that whizzes around the outskirts of Alicante whisking individuals onto their destination. The Alicante TRAM has different lines, starting at different points in Alicante. There are 5 stops that surround the city, so at any one time you shouldn’t be too far away from a TRAM stop. There are currently 4 active TRAM lines. Line 9 runs from Benidorm to Denia. It is in the process of being updated to an electrified TRAM route. It is however an important part of the TRAM system because Line 1 goes to Benidorm and at Benidorm you can jump on Line 9 and travel to Altea. NOTE! There's no direct line, you have to go from Alicante to Benidorm and change the train there. Your final exit stop is called Garganes.

By arriving from Valencia, there are 2 buses of ALSA company directly to Altea. They leave from the main bus station Ubesa in Valencia at 12:00 and 16:00. The bus takes 3 hours and 15 minutes (it costs 15,25 EUR),
Exit at first bus stop in Altea, that is closer to the accommodation and meeting point.
