Location

Calpe, a town with a long history and deeply-rooted traditions, is also one of the main tourist destinations on the Costa Blanca. The Marina, the promenade and eleven kilometres of coastline, marked by cliffs, beaches and coves, are some of the many attractions. Another attraction is one of the symbols of the town, the Rock of Ifach, a huge calcareous rock, 332 meters high, that penetrates the sea and gave the town its name. Calpe is a beautiful touristic resort and it has many options for entertainment (concerts, excursions, swimming, archeological sites, hikes).
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Work activity

The area is covered with forest but due to a very dry and hot weather of the last months there is a great risk of fire in these forests. More than 45 % of the fires in the area are created by tourists because of lack of information and negligence. Volunteers will try to inform, educate and control tourists in order to prevent fires in the area. For such work they may have to use bicycles, so their main work will be to bike around a marvellous mediterranean forest checking that everything is ok. If not they will be moving by foot.

Volunteers coming in late August will start cleaning an environmental protected area called Las Salinas, due to the fact that fire risk is lower. Both activities will be determinated by the personal of the Town Hall. Conditions will be the same in any case.

Accommodation and food

Volunteers will live and sleep in a nice hut up in the mountains and will be able to go down with a car to enjoy the night life there. During the day (Monday- Friday) volunteers will work in the forest in an isolated house 5 km away from Calp but with all facilities. Volunteers will do shopping using a car and cook for themselves. Still there is a chance to get an accommodation in Calpe and that a volunteer will drive them up every day, so that vol.s will not be too isolated.

There are buses at 8.00, 9.00,11.00, 13.00, 14.00, 15.00 and 17.00 and it will take 2 hours.

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Alicante – Calpe by bus:
Firstly we suggest going to www.alsa.es. This website is very straight-forward and easy to use. It takes approx an hour and a half to get from Alicante to Calpe and costs 7.25 euros - one way. There are about 10 buses a day to Calpe and the first bus is at 7.00 and the last bus is at

18.00 ( 7.00, 10.00, 11.00, 12.15, 14.30, 17.00, 18.00)

The timetables and stops on the route Alicante to Calpe do differ so please look at www.alsa.es before making your journey. Aprox time of the journey is 1h 40 min.

Alicante – Calpe by tram (not really comfortable variant)

The Alicante TRAM is a modern mode of transport that whizzes around the outskirts of Alicante whisking individuals onto their destination.

The Alicante TRAM has different lines, starting at different points in Alicante.

There are 5 stops that surround the city, so at any one time you shouldn't be too far away from a TRAM stop. There are currently 4 active TRAM lines.

Line 9 runs from Benidorm to Denia. It is in the process of being updated to an electrified TRAM route. It is however an important part of the TRAM system because Line 1 goes to Benidorm and at Benidorm you can jump on Line 9 and travel to Calpe.

Check the time table of TRAM here http://www.tramalicante.es/page.php NOTE! You have to go from Alicante to Benidorm and then to change a train.

Once you arrived to the TRAM station of Calpe you have to walk down around 20 minutes to our meeting point - Calpe Bus Station).

Valencia – Calpe

By arriving from Valencia, there are several buses of ALSA company directly to Calpe. They leave from the main bus station Ubesa at: 6:30, 7:30, 9:00, 12:00, 14:15, 15:00, 16:00 and 17:00. The bus takes 3 hours and 15 minutes. The ticket price is 13, 55 EUR.
